Informed consent:

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The tasks used in the study
In the classical version of the task the non-risky (sure) option was the radiation and the risky option was the surgery. In the inverted version the surgery was the non-risky (sure) option and the radioation was the risky option.

The abstract version of the task
Prologue: The doctors informed you that you have a serious ilness. You have to decide between one of the two possible interventions (A or B).
	
Positive frame
Non-risky option: Everybody survives intervention A and afterwards live for an average of seven and a half years. 
Risky option: Intervention B is survived by 75% of people and and afterwards they live for an average of 10 years, but 25% of people do not survive intervention B.
	
Negative frame
Non-risky option: During intervention A no one dies, and the average period of not dying afterwards is seven and a half years. 
Risky option: During intervention B 25% of the people die, and the rest 75% don’t die for an average of 10 years. 

Which intervention will you choose?
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
