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Highlights 
· There was significant difference in proportions of risky choices, regardless of the naming, between situations in which different medical treatments had different names
· As for the framing effects, the inverted pair of tasks elicited strong and the classical pair moderate FE and in the abstract pair of tasks FE was not registered.
· Surgery was chosen more than radiation regardless of the frame and surgery was chosen more than radiation regardless of the attributed riskiness
