Recenzent A (Reviewer A)

Comments to the authors:

1. What percentage of pupils (i.e. proportion of the one the were willing to participate and the whole number of pupils in every school) were willing to participate in the study? This can explain the differences between Belgrade and Uzice.
1. In the section Method (page 5, first paragraph) we added the numbers and percentages of pupils who were willing to participate in the study in both schools. The percentages were similar. The sentence now states:
The percentage of the second class pupils who agreed to partcipate in the study was somewhat higher in Užice (159/210, 75.7%) than in Belgrade (281/376, 74.7%).
2. Do you analysed severity of acne in each study participant? If not, please give the explanation why it was not done. This correaltion could be important for the interpretation of the results

2. We did not analyse severity of acne in study participants. We agree that it could be important for the interpretation of the results, but like in other similar studies (e.g. Scottish study, ref. 18; Serbian study refеrences. 12 and 20) correlation between acne patients’ QoL and their clinical disease severity could not be assessed due to the anonymity of collected QoL data. 
3. The reference number 20 must be taken into account if the authors are the same 

3. The authors are not the same (except of one), but more important is that this paper and paper under ref. 20 describe two different studies conducted in different participants and in different time.

Recenzent B:
1. Introduction: Predlažem da ova rečenica bude u diskusiji:

As delay in obtaining adequate treatment increases the risk of scarring, both cutaneous as well as psychological (10), it is important to educate teens about the availability of effective acne therapy and to encourage them to consult with dermatologist in order to stop further increase of psychological problems, reversing disability and thus to achieve a better quality of life of affected individual.
1. Predlog je usvojen i rečenica je iz Uvoda prebačena u Diskusiju (str. 10, pretposlednji pasus).
2. Discussion: Korigovati rečenicu “Although the overall mean CADI score in our study was low (2.9 of maximum possible score of 15) and the majority of affected pupils did not have psychological and social consequences of acne, almost 20% of pupils were moderately to severely affected by acne in terms of impairment of their quality of life that is higher than in previous similar studies conducted among the pupils (18, 20).” Počinje veoma slično kao rečenica u prethodnom pasusu.
3. Navesti u diskusiji koliki CADI skor je bio u drugim, sličnim, studijama.

2 i 3. Obe rečenice su preformulisane i sada ne počinju slično Prva rečenica sadrži vrednosti CADI skorova iz drugih, sličnih, studija (str.9, drugi pasus) i sada glasi:
“The overall mean score of the CADI in our study for the whole sample was 2.9, which is lower in comparison with Serbian study conducted in 2010 where total CADI score was 3.6 (20), but somewhat higher than in Scottish study with the CADI score of 1.9 (18) ”.
Druga rečenica (str.9, treći pasus) sada glasi:
Although the majority of affected pupils did not have psychological and social consequences of acne, almost 20% of pupils were moderately to severely affected by acne in terms of impairment of their quality of life that is higher than in previous similar studies conducted among the pupils (18, 20).
