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Thank you very much for your commentars and  suggestions.

T2DM is changed in DMT2.
The chapters „Clinical, behavioral and biological correlates...“ and „Psychological factors and psychiatric...“ have been shortened and have more appropriate organization, as suggested. Some commentaries, professional attitudes and suggestions for future research are added (the last paragraph before Conclusions).

The sentence „...a comprehensive approach that integrates ...“ which is the part of Conclusions has been changed: In order to achieve maximal efficacy of these interventions, a comprehensive approach is necessary, that integrates the treatment aimed at reducing fears related to the illness, decreasing social stigma, improving health behavior and compliance with dietary regimen.
Some paragraphs have been shortened.

The last paragraph in Recognition of diabetes-related distress which  begins with “Fisher and…38”  and the first paragraph in Interventions to reduce the intensity of diabetes-related distress which begins with “Patients reporting DD... 81” and  the next reference 81.
