Many thanks for your useful suggestions and comments. We have accepted it all with the great pleasure, and incorporated them all in the text.

In particular, your suggestion about the wire, which was removed during the forceful pull out of the entrapped stent and stucked balloon, was explained in detail in the section of case report, as well as further discussed in the discussion section. Also, we have better explained the significance and place of different retrieval techniques in the management algorithm of entrapped/dislodged stent, which we think is important for readers to get a better overview of the different management strategies in this life-threatening complication. 

The main massage of this case report is that balloon crushing technique is safe and efficient option in critically unstable patient, where time is crucial and retrieval techniques are time-consuming, so as not so suitable in these settings (critically unstable patient). However, different retrieval techniques are the first line options in stable patients, where balloon crushing technique can be alternative option to avoid surgical intervention.
