Thank you very much for your suggestions. All have been accepted and included in the new paper version.
1. In Abstracts (Serbian and English versions) we have added after "vivid, complex and recurrent visual hallucinations" do not occur in the setting or as part of delirium or other psychological illness. 
2. In the Introduction section we have added after “occurring in psychologically normal patients” and not in the setting of delirium.
3. In the Case report section we have started the paragraph with the word Past. 
4. In the Discussion section (forst paragraph) we have changed word „disturbing“ into „distressing“.
5. In the Discussion section we have added Parkinson’s disease and LBD as possible differential diganosis.
6. In the Discussion section (last paragraph) we have stated that hallucinations may diminish and/or resolve as vision worsens and completely fades. 
7. In the Conclusion section we have added „delirium“ after „this syndrome from mental illnesses“.
